In addition, a submersible data center doesn’t need to
accommodate any people. No kitchen, no desks, no lights
and no oxygen is necessary, that allowed the engineers to
build a data center that's very compact. Because there is
no staff, the data center also had to be self-sustaining. The
ultimate goal is to make computing hardware that can be
stored underwater, without supervision, for 20 years or
more.
